Crystal fabric can be easily applied by using heat, sewn on by machine or glued on. Because of its elasticity, it harmonises perfectly with hi-tech materials. Its transparency enables it to take on the colour of the background material and at the same time also giving it a new colour dimension. Some eminent international designers to name a few using this latest innovation include UK-based Vivienne Westwood, Amir Slama of Brazil with his Rosa Cha collection, Clive Rundle of South Africa and Osmany from Taiza, Prague.
