Congratulations to Mauricio Amuy, in receiving the "Celebrity with a Big Heart" Award. 

From his early childhood, Mauricio Amuy has learned from his parents what it means to help unfortunate children. Mauricio supports numerous organization devoted to keeping children away from drugs and prostitution. He will be in Costa Rica in 
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March, 2004 to do yet more fundraising for this wonderful cause. Mauricio's generosity covers everything from helping victims of contaminated water in Peru to helping children with AIDS in other countries. One of Mauricio's most wonderful attributes is his willingness to take time out of his busy schedule to help those that are in need of his help. Mauricio has modeled in many, many runway shows in his time, from Helen Yarmak's couture collection in New York City to other prestigious fashion shows in Japan, Europe, Latin America, and, of course, the U.S. His print modeling background is just as impressive, having appeared on Times Square billboards, and in national ad campaigns for Macy's and Walmart. He has appeared in magazines all over the place--Teleguia (Costa Rica), Metropolic (Japan), and Vogue (Germany). Acting? Maurcio will be in the 2004 production of Spider Man II, an episode of Sex and the City, an episode of "The Guiding Light", and many others. He has even been depicted as an "archangel" by artist Angelo Rusciano. 
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I would also like to acknowledge Mr. Andres Aquino, the creator of the "Celebrity with a big Heart" award. Andres Aquino created this award to recognize accomplished people in fashion, music, film and art, who dedicate a sizeable portion of their lives to charitable causes--everything from abandoned/abused children to victims of natural disasters to victims of epidemic diseases like AIDS. fashion and entertainment events. The majority of funds received for via these fundraising campaigns come from corporate sources. Funds are directed to specific causes on an as-needed basis. 

The USA International Fashion Shows is the USA Fashion Week of high fashion. The series of runway fashion shows features both national and international designers of couture and finely tailored garments showcasing in the USA, many for the first time. The collections were presented September 8 – 10, 2003 in beautiful settings in New York City along with lavish accessories, dramatic makeup and trend-setting hairstyles before an audience of VIPs, the international press and upscale fashion and boutique buyers. 

I had the pleasure of interviewing a number of the designers who showcased their designs at the USA Fashion Show event. The first designer whom I interviewed was Mayssan Shuayb, who has been designing for about 2 years, and graduated from the California University for Fashion Designs She was inspired by her grandmother to do designing. This designer can immediately visualize how specific patterns will look in a completed design. She has designed beautiful dresses cost as much as $10,000, 
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I also had the pleasure of interviewing Lourdes Atencio Libman, a designer who discovered her talent at the young age of five. She has, ever since, designed lovely, feminine and luxurious designs (her inspiration). Each of her dresses is a one-of-a-kind masterpiece. This designer is extremely business savvy, and knows how to keep the competition at bay, by buying different fabrics and patterns as far as 10 years to 14 years (OR MORE) ahead of schedule in order to ensure that competitors are less likely to copy her designs, 

Among the other designers I had the pleasure of interviewing were Colin Lively, who is probably one of the only designers around who have a direct talent in the field of hair design. He told me he can look at anyone's hair style and visually see it as part of a piece of artwork, then go about putting in the "missing pieces". His technique is so refined that Mr. Lively requires that everyone have minimum three years of hair designing experience before even considered to be able to "understand" this special form of art with hair color that he teaches. 
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Christian Ruart was also an interesting, multi-talented gentleman, who was the fashion coordinator and backstage manager. Besides having demonstrated an extraordinary ability to run a fashion as smooth as 10-year-old "shine", Christian is also an extraordinary talent scout. He is gifted with the ability to see the utmost of potential in people and to bring it our and make it blossom. He's discovered all sorts of people, everyone from R & B singers, to actors to fashion designers. He has booked events all over the world--Paris, Colon, Tokyo, Japan, Spain & Italy. He's even done Martha Graham dance reviews in Germany. His list of inspirational role models is far too long for me to list here. Keep up the good works! Mr. Ruart truly "Represents the Utmost in fashion ARTists" 

I then interviewed Angelo Rusciano, who is very talented song writer and music producer. He has been into music since the early 90's, and has played the drums since the age of 5. He's now in the process of coming out with an album with many visuals (moving animation and still paintings) The project is named "Metagen", and the album is currently unnamed. He received private drum lessons from a master percussionist. This man's passion for what he does is so strong that he could hardly think of what type of career he would have had he not succeeded. 

Next up, I interviewed a gentleman by the name of Devon, who just started recording a month ago, and is already on his way to creating his first CD. he distinctly told me "I'm getting a taste of publicity." This individual was one of those to have been lucky enough to have been discovered by Christian, who made him successful in a very short space of time. He dropped his college years in the midst of junior year. Devon is very sure of what direction he is heading, We at the Liberty News Online wish him the best of luck with all of his endeavors. 

The last individual I interviewed was a lovely country singer Juleigh Ed whose performance would take anyone's mind down to the relaxing countryside of Tennessee (or Kentucky, or ...) Her beautiful album, "Cowboys, Indians and Women" is on its way out in the very near future. 

The event was great. I enjoyed every minute of it and the after party. This show was equally as nice as the Mercedes Benz week fashion show. We also want to salute Mauricio Amuy, who is also a close friend of ours, for wining the "Celebrity with a Big Heart Award". He really deserves it for the humanitarian work he's done and all of the projects he's done which have qualified him for this award.
